If the corporation wishes to revoke the appointment or if the voting representative wishes to resign the
appointment, they should contact the council for the relevant forms.

It is important to note that enrolment is only for one term of the council. If the corporation continues to own
or occupy the property, an application must be made before the close of the roll for each general election.

Itis compulsory for the appointed voting representative to vote under section 266 of the Local Government
Act 2020. Failure to do so may result in an infringement fine equal to 0.5 penalty units.
